Brantford (Feb. 15, 2011) – Local high school students and other people investigating careers will be inspired to explore opportunities in skilled trades at Your Future in Skilled Trades on Thursday, Feb. 24. 

About 400 participants are expected to attend the hands-on, interactive career fair, which will be held from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m. at the Grand River Employment and Training (GREAT) student training office, 1039 Chiefswood Rd., in Oshweken. Students are coming from across Grand Erie from both school boards, while School Within a College (SWAC) and Ontario Works participants are also attending.
“The purpose is to expose participants to different careers within the skilled trades,” said Jake Mann, who is co-organizing the event for the Workforce Planning Board of Grand Erie. “We want to educate people about different training opportunities and career options that are available to them.” 

Your Future in Skilled Trades will feature employers and training institutes from different skilled trades. Among the trades being highlighted: electrician, plumber, pipefitter, welder and mechanic, along with careers in culinary arts and information technology. Throughout the day, participants will have the opportunity to meet with experts from a variety of fields and explore details about their occupation.
The career fair will feature interactive displays set up by the exhibitors so that students can be engaged as well as educated. The hands-on activities are designed to ensure students remember their experience.
Your Future in Skilled Trades is being organized by the Workforce Planning Board in conjunction with community partner organizations from across Grand Erie. This event is made possible through funding from Six Nations Ontario Works and the School College Work Initiative.
